A financial aid administrator’s decision is
final and cannot be appealed to the Department of Education.

and you must provide the following documentation:
o [ Copy of legal separation papers or a copy of divorce papers
o [ Copy of your 2008 W-2s used to complete your 2008 Federal Tax Return.
