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Military paralegals

Since March 2003 about 100 military paralegals
have been stationed in Irag and/or have returned
home from Irag. The demand for military
paralegal is on a continual growth cycle. In 2004,
there were five paralegals in Irag. Today, there
are at least 30. According to the Judge Advocate
General’s Office (JAG), the role of the paralegal
has become important due to the “expanding
legal roles in the country and massive amounts of
detainees” which require additional support.m

with specialized expertise, coupled with a
declining supply of law school graduates, has
created a competitive hiring environment. As a
result, many law offices are willing to pay higher
salaries for in-demand skill sets.”

The Robert Half Legal salary guide forecasts
that nationally, paralegals can expect starting
salaries to increase an average of 3.4 percent
next year. For those with between four and six
years’ experience, the report predicts an increase
of 4.4 percent and, for paralegals with 12 years or
more of experience, 6.1 percent. m

What has come to be known as

the Booth case is actually a

Supreme Court and one from the U.S. Supreme
Court.
