One Famous WI  

Supreme Court Case 

Attorney General v. Chicago & Nw.  

R.R. Co.,  35 Wis. 425 (1874) 

This case, marked the beginning in this state 
of the great struggle between corporate 
power and privilege and the rights of the 
individual citizen. The Wisconsin Supreme 
Court in this case decided that the state did, 
indeed, have the authority to regulate 
railroads. This curtailed the railroads’ ability 
to arbitrarily set rates for freight and 
passenger fares in each community. Up to 
this point, the railroads had been able to set 
very low or very high rates if they chose—
which could make or break a community.
