What is Outsourcing? 

What it means for the paralegal 

Outsourcing has become a new buzzword in 

the legal profession.  It has been present in other 

businesses, particularly manufacturing for years.

outsource because of recent ABA approval. 

Basically, outsourcing is the contracting out of 

a ŦƛǊƳΩǎ ƴon-revenue-producing activities such as 

legal research.  It differs from contracting in that 

outsourcing is a strategic management tool that 

involves the restructuring of an organization 

around what it does best - its core competencies. 

(ADP: The Business Behind Business) 

Until recently, it has been very common for 

the following activities to be outsourced to other 

businesses: Information Technology (IT) 

accounting, HR, benefits, payroll, and finance 

functions and activities. 

So, what does this mean for the paralegal? It 

means that law firms, particularly large law firms 

and multi-city law firms, are outsourcing 

paralegal work.  For example, in October 2007

country, but steps should be taken to ensure that 

clients are protected and unlicensed practice of 

law does not occur.έ 

 

 

Most of the legal outsourcing is being sent to 

India and other lower-cost developing nations. In 

2007, legal outsourcing created 12,000 new jobs 

In India alone, and the prediction is for 79,000 

new jobs by 2015. (Estrin Report) 

Two of the major companies involved in legal 

outsourcing are Intellevate and Lexadigm.  While 

many companies focus on outsourcing low-level 

paralegal work such as keeping track of filing 

dates and reviewing documents, these 

companies, for example, specialize in patent 

applications and intellectual property research 

while charging one-third the price a law firm or 

corporate legal department would otherwise 

have to pay to its own employees.  (Legal Affairs) 

However, the future of the paralegal, 

particularly in large firms is not all doom and 

gloom.  Paralegals will learn how to outsource 

and what needs to be outsourced while at the 

same time bringing up their own position another 

rung on the ladder by taking on more 

sophisticated and diversified assignments. (Estrin

Gillespie v. Palmer and others.,  

20 Wis. 544 (1866) 

 The decision of the Wisconsin Supreme 

Court in Gillespie extended the right to vote to 

black residents of the state. The question had 

been put on a referendum, which had passed, 

but election inspectors attempted to keep 

black people from voting by arguing that the 

vote had been misconstrued. A unanimous 

Court held that the vote was valid. ×
